Here are the next steps you can take to advocate for saving historic Franklin Road and the historic Truett House property from a high-density development – Middle Eight!
· Show Up & fill up City Hall! To show the City of Franklin and the developers we are serious about protecting Franklin Road’s historic green gateway, we need everyone to attend, and invite your friends, to the City of Franklin’s Board of Mayor and Alderman (BOMA) Work Session at 5:00 pm and Meeting at 7:00pm, Tuesday, August 8, 2023. 

· Stand Up and Speak Out! Advocating requires us to use our voices for good. Come early to City Hall to fill out a citizen comment card, no later than 4:15pm for the 5pmWork Session and 6:15pm for the 7pm regular Meeting. Speak a short & concise (no more than 2 mins!) speech to let BOMA know how you see Middle Eight impacting historic Franklin Road and the surrounding neighborhoods. Points to include are traffic, high density, environmental impacts due to flooding and blasting, loss of historically significant landscape, destruction of historic artifacts from the Civil War, does not meet the current historic design guidelines for the Franklin Road Historic District, and permanent alteration of the green gateway into historic Franklin. 


· Use the Power of the Pen! You can go “old school” or “high tech”! We encourage you, your neighbors, and friends to letters and emails to the mayor and alderman demanding they not support the Middle Eight development in its currently proposed plan.
